PRC HIGH POINT PRIZES 
As some of you already know we have modified the high point prizes just a bit.  Here is a brief description, 
but see the guidebook online or ask a board member for additional details.  Prizes that we have pictures for 
are also shown with some photos still coming.  High point lists will be in the clubhouse for each show and 
just remember – you need to show in 5 shows and have at least 25 points to be eligible for prizes… 

 
High Point will be for the person in each arena (regardless of age) with the highest score.  
Nice Jacket is your prize here 
 
“Top 5” or “Gold” award will be given to the top 5 scores in each arena (Pleasure & Speed).  
These winners will receive a Breast Collar – nice leather overlay from Maverick Tack – 
prizes on order, look for pictures soon 
 
“Silver” award will go to all competitors who are within 100 points of the lowest score in the 
“Top 5”.  Take person #5 – whatever their point total is and subtract 100 points to determine 
the lower range for this division.  These winners will receive an embroidered grooming 
tote 
 
 
“Bronze” award will go to all competitors who are within 150 points of the lowest score in the 
“Top 5” and who still meet all remaining criteria.  Take person #5 and subtract 100 to 
determine the top of this range and subtract 150 points to determine the bottom of this range, 
as long as you have at least 25 points.   
These winners will receive a fancy hoof pick engraved on the back
